Islam & Ahmed (2012) observed 

that Jute potential is a result of global environmental realization and environmentally favourable 

properties. Gon et al. (2012) found that jute fibre is a promising reinforcement for use in composites 

because of its low cost, low density, high specific strength and modulus, lack of health risks, ease of 

supply, renewable nature, and low processing energy demand. Kumar, Shamna, & Pandey (2014) 

revealed that jute is used as a vegetable, geotextile, biogas, and biodegradable product with an 

environmental impact. Sadat & Chakraborty (2015) revealed that jute has been used for many years. It 

is a more environmentally friendly and biodegradable fibre crop than cotton.
